●​ Pput your donations in boxes or bags. 
●​ Make sure they are in good condition. A good rule of thumb- when sorting 

your books – If YOU would want to buy it in its current condition, then it 
would be fine for the FRIENDS. 

●​ If you have only 2 carryable bags or 1 small carryable box you may bring it 
into the library without an appointment but no receipts will be available. 

●​ Leave the Friends enough time to inspect your items (5-10 min) - Donation
